All the cottages have electricity and heat but no 
plumbing.  Dining/bathing facilities are in the refectory building about 200 feet away, more or less.  
Be sure to bring warm, comfy clothing, a flashlight, umbrella, and shoes for those invigorating strolls 
to eat, bathe, etc.  If you need a toilet right next to your sleeping room, the dormitories have one; two 
portapotties are available for the cottages, or there are several motels within a 5–15 mile radius.  Just 
ask us for information and we can help you to reserve a room.

Please let us know as soon as possible if you need a bed or bunk on the floor level (not an upper 
bunk or cottage loft).  We have a total of 40 beds; 16 of these are on the floor level.
